Landscape Character Sensitivity - MODERATE

The extensive woodland wvalley system provides strong well unified
underlying structure, however the remaining open landscape of
agricultural land and moorland fringe is ill defined and weak.

Visual Sensitivity - MODERATE / LOW

A relatively enclosed landscape only partially seen from surrounding
open country. Some open spaces that are visually prominent with little
opportunity to mitigate along roadsides and some well-hidden locations
where further woodland planting would mitigate developments.

Landscape/Settlement Value - HIGH
Tourism value and high scenic beauty.

Landscape / Settlement Capacity - MODERATE

There is capacity within the settlement for small scale development
within areas of low and moderate landscape sensitivity - however it is
recommended that only small percentage of these areas should be
developed for housing,.
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The areas of landscape sensitivity shown on this map are intended to
inform the capacity of the settlement to accommodate new development
in landscape terms - these areas do not indicate that development is
necessarily suitable or unsuitable as other material considerations will need
to be evaluated in relation to any development proposals that may come
forward - including risk of flooding, impacts on heritage assets and
protected species, access and other highway considerations.

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Land with Low Sensitivity to Development.

Land with low sensitivity to development includes the relatively flat land
surrounding the historic settlement of Brendon. Appropriate locations
for development include areas not be easily seen from the wider
landscape or from within the settlement. Existing development, trees
and hedgerows would help screen and ameliorate new development.

Land with Moderate Sensitivity to Development.

Land with moderate sensitivity to development includes the relatively
flat land surrounding the historic settlement of Brendon, in locations not
easily seen from the wider landscape but easily visible from within the
settlement. The fields between Leeford Farm and Roseleigh have not
been included. This open space significantly contributes the rural
character of the settlement. The landform forces the road to sweep
around the space giving it a significant presence. It provides the
opportunity for wide views and a focus, for what is an otherwise, an
over-linear settlement.

Land with High Sensitivity to Development.

Land with high sensitivity to development includes higher ground
visually detached from the existing settlement and visually prominent
from the wider landscape. It also includes the enclosure between
Leeford Farm and Roseleigh, described above.
