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What is CareMoor for Exmoor
and why is it needed?

CareMoor for Exmoor™ is the Conservation & Access Fund run by Exmoor
National Park Authority. Supported by generous donations, the fund
provides an opportunity for those inspired by Exmoor to contribute to the
upkeep and improvement of the National Park. Funds raised through
CareMoor are used for valuable conservation and access projects and
donations are ringfenced for projects that wouldn’t otherwise happen.

CareMoor for Exmoor is managed in-house by Exmoor National Park
Authority staff meaning we can keep administrative costs to a minimum and
direct all the funds raised towards much needed projects.

Exmoor contains 800 miles of local paths, 267 square miles of habitats, is
home to over 5000 species of flora and fauna and has 8000 years of heritage.
They all need funds to look after them. It costs around £5M per year to keep
Exmoor the place it is today.

Thousands of pounds have been raised so far via CareMoor. If every visitor to the
National Park gave just £1, we could raise over £2 million each year for Exmoor.

Current projects receiving CareMoor funding

Woodland Creation Project - Bye Wood near Winford

Woods & Trees Appeal (2021-2022) - This major appeal was launched in July
2021 to raise money towards a brand new Exmoor woodland. Bye Wood is one
of the biggest woodland creation projects to have taken place in the National
Park for 15 years. It forms part of our commitment to increase tree cover on
Exmoor from around 13.5% to at least 17% by 2050 - the amount recommended
by the UK government’s independent Climate Change Committee.

With help from CareMoor donations we can scale up our efforts to plant
13,000 trees, using only the best environmentally-friendly practices and
materials to create a unique and sustainable woodland that will be treasured
for years to come.
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Sowing the Seeds
This is a short-term project, with a
long-term legacy; preparing the
ground for nature recovery work
on Exmoor, focussing on
unimproved grassland and
helping us to work towards the
Exmoor Nature Recovery Vision by
2030to
(i) create or restore an
additional 4,500 ha of priority habitat as ‘nature corridors and buffers’ and
(i) establish 11,500 ha of ‘nature-friendly farming areas’.

Meadows will be created/restored to increase and link habitats rich in
pollinator-friendly plant species in communities; on farms, road verges, schools,
and public spaces as a first step to creating a long-term seed bank on Exmoor.

The outcome will be 10 hectares of restored grassland by end of March 2022
with refinement of techniques and community training and involvement.

Ashcombe Planting (near Simonsbath)

Survey work in 2001 revealed the existence of a forgotten garden at
Ashcombe, Simonsbath. Laid out by the Knight family in the 1820s, the
gardens were part of a Picturesque designed landscape, that includes White
Rock Cottage, the old School-house and Gardener's store. Sadly, never fully
realised the gardens were gradually lost. The Simonsbath project was set-up
to investigate and sympathetically renovate the gardens and landscape,
working with the local community and volunteers to bring this important

Tree Nursery (Exford)
Addressing themes of
nature recovery, climate
emergency, community
and education, our new
tree Nursery based at
Exford will be growing trees
from locally collected seeds
and plant material to be
planted in woodland
creation projects around
Exmoor. The project will have strong community, volunteer and education links.

By spring 2022 the layout of the nursery will be in place, a team of volunteers
will have been recruited, seeds will have been collected and the first
germination will have taken place.

Historic Signposts
Many visitors admire Exmoor’s fine historic signposts, and they are now a
source of local pride, but a few years ago they were dilapidated and broken.
Local people were inspired to act and }
with an initial grant from the Heritage
Lottery fund over 200 signposts were
researched and restored.

The CareMoor for Signposts Fund was
set-up to support the continuing work
of local community volunteers caring
for the historic fingerposts across the
National Park. The fund pays for
training, cleaning and paint supplies
for the local volunteers and the
specialist repair or replacement of
broken parts. This can be expensive, a
new direction finger can cost around
£1,000.

Woodside Bridge

Exmoor National Park Authority and
Lyn Community Development Trust
campaigned to raise funds for a new
footbridge at Woodside on the East
Lyn Valley near Lynmouth with a
formal CareMoor appeal launched in
2018.

In May 2020 the new bridge was
reinstated to allow visitors and
residents to once again enjoy the short, easy circuit from Lynmouth along the
lower reaches of the east Lyn river and the crossing to Middleham Memorial
Gardens (honouring losses from the terrible Lynmouth Flood of 1952).

Porlock Marsh Boardwalk

The Marsh offers one of the few
areas of level walking near to
Porlock, but since the incursion of
the sea 18 years ago it had become
increasingly difficult to access.
After consultations with partners, it
was agreed that the most
appropriate way to improve access

Exmoor National Park’s access manager Dan Barnett on the new
boardwalk at Porlock Marsh would be to build a boardwalk. The

126-metre structure was built by a local contractor and is designed to be
accessible to people who find rough ground difficult to walk on, it can also
be used by a Tramper mobility scooter.

The curved design was chosen to both follow the route of the footpath and
also to look more appropriate in this special environment. It has been built as
low as possible to minimise its visual impact and the structure is quite
unusual in that it is submerged during spring high tides by up to 2 metres.
The work was largely funded from donations to CareMoor.
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
